Since its inception in 1991, the Greensboro Symphony Guild’s Golf Classic
has been an integral part of the Guild’s efforts to promote music education
throughout the Piedmont Triad. The Classic, which expanded to include tennis
in 2010, has raised nearly $350,000 during its tenure, and has provided a way
to involve businesses and individuals throughout the community in the Guild's
mission of bringing music to more than 50,000 area residents yearly.

“Our Golf Classic was one of the first ways we began to form community
partnerships,” reflects President Peggy Hamilton. “Over the years, it has
allowed us to have fun and involve a broad spectrum of the business
community to help us celebrate and honor music education. It has become a
much anticipated and favorite annual event in the Piedmont Triad.”

The tournament was started during the 1991-92 presidential year of Guild
member Kay Hunt. Glorine Luper served as the first chair. The 2011 event
was held on a picture-perfect spring day at Starmount Forest Country Club.
Bob and Sherry Harris served as honorary co-chairs of the event.

According to VP of Fundraising Sherri Hill, “It was a perfect choice to honaor
Bob and Sherry in this way. Bob, our current GSO Board Chairman, has been
a supporter of the tournament since its inaugural event.
